This Letter of Agreement between the AMS and Mark Latham is for the one-year extension of the pilot project of Voter Funded Media competition in conjunction with the AMS Elections to be held in January of 2008 as approved by AMS Council.    
Term:  From the date of execution of this agreement and expiring on March 31, 2008.  
Mark Latham’s Responsibilities and Understandings:

1. Provide a cheque in the amount of $8,000 payable to the Alma Mater Society of UBC upon execution of this agreement.    
2. Understands and agrees that nothing in this agreement provides him with the ability to manage the electoral process and will defer all decisions on the process to the AMS Elections Administrator and the AMS Elections Committee.

3. Assist in publicizing the competition in conjunction and under the jurisdiction of the AMS Elections Committee.

4. Provide advice as requested by the AMS Elections Committee
5. This agreement provides Mr. Latham with the right and ability to utilize the results in published articles and for promotional purposes as to the effect of Voter Funded Media on elections, and does not restrict his ability to provide opinions and observations on the process to the AMS Elections Committee nor the media.
AMS Responsibilities and Understandings:
1. To utilize the funding ($8,000) received from Mark Latham for the purposes of the Voter Funded Media competition and for no other purpose whatsoever.

2. In the event that the awards under the VFM program are less than the $8,000 provided, the AMS will refund the remaining balance on or before March 31, 2008.  

3. Provide reasonable updates on the progress of the competition to Mr. Latham in a timely manner throughout the process.  Such information to be provided through the Elections Committee.  

4. Provide final results of the competition upon conclusion of the election.  Such results to be forwarded when completed, but in any event, no later than March 31, 2008.  

5. Discuss at AMS Council in a timely manner following the election as to the prospect of continuing the VFM process for subsequent elections.  In any event, such discussion shall take place prior to March 31, 2008.
It is understood by both parties that this agreement is for a trial period comprising the January 2008 AMS Elections, and nothing in this agreement obligates the other party to continue or renew the arrangement for subsequent elections. Both parties acknowledge that this agreement is not confidential in nature.
